Inauguration of Spain’s First Par 6 and the Longest Par 5 at La Marquesa Golf, Alicante.[image: ]


 
La Marquesa Golf, located in Rojales, Alicante, has made history by inaugurating Spain’s first par 6 golf hole. The opening of this par 6 hole features an impressive length of 644 meters from the professional tee, 623 meters from yellow, 593 from blue, and 505 from red tees.

This extension transforms the hole’s gameplay philosophy—from a nearly straight layout to one featuring a slight dogleg to the left, especially affecting the final shot.
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Additionally, this hole can also be played as a Par 5, thanks to newly constructed tee platforms that preserve the distances of the original hole. Players can choose which tee to play from and decide whether to tackle the hole as a Par 5 or a Par 6, offering varied gameplay options tailored to different skill levels.
As a result of the new construction, it has also become Spain’s longest Par 5 from the white tees, measuring 628 meters, which will surely pose a challenge for the most seasoned golfers.
Club president José Ángel Quesada highlighted the importance of this new hole in the Spanish golf scene. “The opening of this Par 6 is a major step forward in innovation and diversifying the challenges golfers face on our course. We want La Marquesa Golf to be a place where players can enjoy themselves, improve their game, and discover new experiences while practicing their favorite sport. I believe this Par 6, along with the exact replica of the 17th hole at Sawgrass that we have in the second half of the course, makes La Marquesa Golf an unforgettable and attractive destination,” he said.
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La Marquesa Golf has not only focused on creating an exciting hole, but also aims to promote tourism in Rojales and the Alicante region through this initiative. The arrival of golfers from across the country and abroad will translate into an economic boost for the area.
